
13.	 Jumping or diving into the pool and/or whirlpool is hazardous and not permitted. No 
boisterous or rough play is permitted in the pool and/or whirlpool area. No running is 
permitted around the pool deck. No bicycles, skateboards or skates are permitted on the 
pool deck. No ball playing of any kind is permitted. 

14.	 No surf boards, boogie boards, or other objects of this nature are permitted in the pool. 
No Styrofoam rafts or devices may be used in the pool. Glass objects, including, but not 
limited to, bottles and glasses, are not allowed in the pool or whirlpool areas. 

15.	 Suitable bathing attire is required, Shoes, clogs, sandals or other appropriate footwear 
should be worn at all times while on the pool deck. 

16.	 No diapers are allowed to be worn in either the pool and/or whirlpool. 

17.	 Individuals must dry themselves thoroughly before re-entering the building. Access to 
the lobby is not permitted in bathing attire. 

18.	 The volume of radios, televisions, tape players and any other electronic device must be 
tuned only for individual listening. 

19.	 Articles left by the pool are left at the owner's risk of loss or damage; however. lost and 
found items may be reported to and/or turned in at the Lobby Desk, 

20.	 In furtherance of the foregoing, Management may refuse privileges to anyone, for any 
nondiscriminatory reason, 

Q.	 GENERAL AMENITY RULES 

21.	 The rules in this section apply to all amenities, but do not supercede any specific rules for 
a particular amenity. 

22.	 Reservations for use of any amenity for a private function may be made on a "first come, 
first served" basis through the Management Office where the Reservation Book is 
maintained. A resident is the only individual who may make a reservation. The resident 
must be present at all times during use of the amenity. Reservations may not be made 
more than twelve months in advance. 

23,	 No Unit Owner or occupant shall make or permit any disturbing noises by himself/herself 
or his/her family, servants, employees. pets, agents, visitors or licensees. nor permit any 
conduct by such persons that will interfere with the rights. comforts or conveniences of 
other Unit Owners or occupants. 

24.	 The barbeque is available, seven (7) days a week but must be vacated and closed by 10 
p.m., or such other time as may be designated by the Board from time to time. 

R.	 FINES AND PENALTIES POLICY 

25.	 Any Unit Owner or resident may report violations of the Governing Documents and these 
Rules and Regulations to the Management Office, setting forth in writing the date, time, 
location, name(s) of violator(s) and description of violation. All such violation reports must 
be signed by the reporting Unit Owner or resident. 

26.	 The Association's policy with regard to fines and penalties is as follows:
